On September 21st, our middle school and high 
school students and staff, as well as families, will 
have the opportunity to participate in Rachel’s Chal-
lenge.  Rachel’s Challenge is a program designed to 
help motivate all members of the school community 
to work together to build a positive, safe and engag-
ing school culture.

As explained on their website, “Rachel Scott was the 
fi rst person killed at Columbine High School on April 
20th, 1999.  Rachel’s Challenge was inspired by her 
acts of kindness and the contents of her six dia-
ries.  The mission of this program is to inspire, equip 
and empower every person to create a permanent 
positive culture change in their school, business and 
community by starting a chain reaction of kindness 
and compassion.” 

Here at Newfi eld, the Rachel’s Challenge Program 
will consist of the following:

•  2 school-wide assemblies in the morning, one for 
middle school students and staff and one for high 
school students and staff, during the school day.
•  1 community event in the evening.

The following in-
formation from the 
Rachel’s Challenge 
website describes 
the student assem-
blies:  The entire 
student body par-

ticipates in a 1-hour multi- media assembly that 
opens with a 5-minute documentary-style clip that 
will inform the students about the Columbine trag-
edy. The goal of this video is to set the stage and 
add some context to the amazing life of kindness 
that Rachel lived. The rest of the assembly focuses 
on true stories from people who were impacted by 
her acts of kindness and encourages the students to 
live their life with purpose, kindness and compas-
sion by accepting Rachel’s 5 Challenges:

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Student Driving
Students who are properly licensed to operate a vehicle may drive 
to school after receiving permission from a parent and school of-
fi cials.  Driving permission forms are available in the high school 
offi ce.

RELEASE OF
DIRECTORY INFO

During the course of the school 
year, NCS releases student 
information such as names, 
addresses, telephone numbers, 
date and place of birth, major 
fi eld of study, participation in 
offi cially recognized activities 
and sports, photographs, and 
the name of the school previ-
ously attended by the student.  
This information, by law, can 
be released by the district with-
out prior consent of the parents 
and appears in such things as 
programs for athletic events 
or concerts, the honor roll, the 
yearbook, etc.

Please plan to attend the High 
School Open House on Wednes-
day, September 14 at 7:00 p.m.  
This is a unique opportunity to 
meet the faculty in a casual set-
ting and be a part of your child’s 
education.
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Dear Parent/Guardian:

Children need healthy meals to learn. Newfi eld Central School District offers healthy meals every school day. Breakfast is at NO CHARGE in all grades; 
lunch costs $1.65 in elementary school and $1.90 in middle/high school. Your children may qualify for free meals or for reduced price meals. Reduced 
price is FREE for breakfast and $0.25 for lunch.

1. DO I NEED TO FILL OUT AN APPLICATION FOR EACH CHILD?  No. Complete the application to apply for free or reduced price meals. 
Use one Free and Reduced Price School Meals Application for all students in your household. We cannot approve an application that is not 
complete, so be sure to fi ll out all required information. Return the completed application to: Ms. Robin Wood, 247 Main St., Newfi eld, NY 
14867.

2. WHO CAN GET FREE MEALS? All children in households receiving benefi ts from food stamps, the Food Distribution Program on Indian 
Reservations or TANF, can get free meals regardless of your income. Also, your children can get free meals if your household’s gross income 
is within the free limits on the Federal Income Eligibility Guidelines.

3. Can foster children get free meals?  Yes, foster children that are under the legal responsibility of a foster care agency or court, are eligible for 
free meals.  Any foster child in the household is eligible for free meals regardless of income. 

4. CAN HOMELESS, RUNAWAY, AND MIGRANT CHILDREN GET FREE MEALS? Yes, children who meet the defi nition of homeless, run-
away, or migrant qualify for free meals.  If you haven’t been told your children will get free meals, please call or e-mail Mr. David Barr to see if 
they qualify.  

5. WHO CAN GET REDUCED PRICE MEALS?  Your children can get low cost meals if your household income is within the reduced price limits 
on the Federal Eligibility Income Chart, shown on this application.   

6. SHOULD I FILL OUT AN APPLICATION IF I RECEIVED A LETTER THIS SCHOOL YEAR SAYING MY CHILDREN ARE APPROVED FOR 
FREE MEALS?  Please read the letter you got carefully and follow the instructions.  Call the school at 564-9955, ext. 4024 if you have ques-
tions.   

7. MY CHILD’S APPLICATION WAS APPROVED LAST YEAR.  DO I NEED TO FILL OUT ANOTHER ONE?  Yes.  Your child’s application is only 
good for that school year and for the fi rst few days of this school year.  You must send in a new application unless the school told you that your 
child is eligible for the new school year.  

8. I GET WIC.  CAN MY CHILD(REN) GET FREE MEALS?  Children in households participating in WIC may be eligible for free or reduced price 
meals.  Please fi ll out a FREE/REDUCED PRICE MEAL application.

9. WILL THE INFORMATION I GIVE BE CHECKED? Yes and we may also ask you to send written proof.
10. If I don’t qualify now, may I apply later? Yes, you may apply at any time during the school year.  For example, children with a parent or guardian 

who becomes unemployed may become eligible for free and reduced price meals if the household income drops below the income limit.
11. WHAT IF I DISAGREE WITH THE SCHOOL’S DECISION ABOUT MY APPLICATION? You should talk to school offi cials. You also may 

ask for a hearing by calling or writing to:  J o a n n e  J a m e s ,  N e w f i e l d  C e n t r a l  S c h o o l ,  5 6 4 - 9 9 5 5 ,  e x t .  4 1 2 1 .
12. MAY I APPLY IF SOMEONE IN MY HOUSEHOLD IS NOT A U.S. CITIZEN? Yes. You or your child(ren) do not have to be U.S. citizens to 

qualify for free or reduced price meals.  
13. WHO SHOULD I INCLUDE AS MEMBERS OF MY HOUSEHOLD? You must include all people living in your household, related or not 

(such as grandparents, other relatives, or friends) who share income and expenses. You must include yourself and all children living with you.  
If you live with other people who are economically independent (for example, people who you do not support, who do not share income with 
you or your children, and who pay a pro-rated share of expenses), do not include them.

14. WHAT IF MY INCOME IS NOT ALWAYS THE SAME? List the amount that you normally receive. For example, if you normally make $1000 
each month, but you missed some work last month and only made $900, put down that you made $1000 per month.  If you normally get over-
time, include it, but do not include it if you only work overtime sometimes.  If you have lost a job or had your hours or wages reduced, use your 
current income.

15. WE ARE IN THE MILITARY. DO WE INCLUDE OUR HOUSING ALLOWANCE AS INCOME? If you get an off-base housing allowance, it 
must be included as income. However, if your housing is part of the Military Housing Privatization Initiative, do not include your housing allow-
ance as income.

16. My spouse is deployed to a combat zone. is her combat pay counted as income?  No, if the combat pay is received in addition to her basic pay 
because of her deployment and it wasn’t received before she was deployed, combat pay is not counted as income.  Contact your school for 
more information.

17. MY FAMILY NEEDS MORE HELP. ARE THERE OTHER PROGRAMS WE MIGHT APPLY FOR? To fi nd out how to apply for food 
stamps or other assistance benefi ts, contact your local assistance offi ce or call 1-800-342-3009.

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How to Apply:  To get free or reduced price meals for your children you may submit a Direct Certifi cation letter received from the NYS Offi ce of 
Temporary and Disability Assistance, OR carefully complete one application for your household and return it to the designated offi ce.  If you now receive food 
stamps, Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) for any children, or participate in the Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR), 
the application must include the children’s names, the household food stamp, TANF or FDPIR case number and the signature of an adult household member.  
All children should be listed on the same application.  If you do not list a food stamp, TANF or FDPIR case number for all the children for whom you are ap-
plying, the application must include the names of everyone in the household, the amount of income each household member, and how often it is received 
and where it comes from.  It must include the signature of an adult household member and the last four digits of that adult’s social security number, or check 
the box if the adult does not have a social security number.  An application that is not complete cannot be approved. Contact your local Department of Social 
Services for your food stamp or TANF case number or complete the income portion of the application.

Reporting Changes:  The benefi ts that you are approved for at the time of application are effective for the entire school year. You no longer need 
to report changes for an increase in income or decrease in household size, or if you no longer receive food stamps.  

Income Exclusions: The value of any child care provided or arranged, or any amount received as payment for such child care or reimbursement 
for costs incurred for such care under the Child Care Development (Block Grant) Fund should not be considered as income for this program. 

Nondiscrimination Statement:  This explains what to do if you believe you have been treated unfairly.  In accordance with Federal law and U.S. 
Department of Agriculture policy, this institution is prohibited from discriminating on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability.  To fi le a 
complaint of discrimination, write: USDA, Director, Offi ce of Civil Rights, 1400 Independence Avenue, SW, Washington, D.C. 20250-9410 or call (202) 720-
5964.
